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AWBW Survivors Exhibit Scholarships

So many AWBW leaders have been doing fabulous exhibits within their communities, using the survivor's art as a powerful way to reach the hearts of community members and empower their clients.   We want to support these efforts by providing Exhibit Scholarships to ten programs each year.  Please plan early.

Goal:  To support you in sharing the voices and expressions of your art workshop participants to help your community understand the experiences of survivors and inspire them to join your agency's efforts to help end domestic violence. 

AWBW would provide: 

· $300 stipends to be used toward exhibit expenses (can include art supplies, framing costs, site fees, up to $100 for reception and printing of exhibit announcement materials).  

· Exhibit Planning Worksheet and tips document to help with your planning and implementation process.

· Possible Online display of your exhibit on AWBW's website.  (For selected exhibits only.  To be considered for online display, see below.)

Your agency would:

· Create and host an exhibit of survivors' artwork in your community.

· Submit report form (including all necessary documentation).

· Submit photo documentation of the exhibit.

· Submit a copy of outreach materials including invitation.

· Note: Your exhibit may be held in conjunction with larger events at your agency.  Using art within your agency's broader efforts and main events can "speak" to attendees on a heart level and help them understand the experiences of survivors.

Optional - to be considered for online exhibit:

· Submit publication-ready jpegs of at least 10 pieces of art (images must be in focus, with consistent backgrounds - usually white or black works well)

· Submit signed release forms for all art

· Submit words for each art piece via e-mail.

· Submit overall title and description of exhibit and high resolution jpegs of overall show (viewers looking at art, etc)

To apply:

Submit a letter of interest, including the following:

· What?  What art will the exhibit include?  What are your goals in displaying that art?

· Who?  Who is your desired audience and how will you reach them? (Press releases?  Media coverage?  Invitations?)

· Why?  Why is this exhibit important to your community?

· When?  When will it take place?

· Where?  Where will it be held?
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
